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Have you dreamed of having two
monitors sitting on your com-

Do you have two computers in
the house? You need two — any
two: desktop, notebook, or net-

book. You can mix or match in
any combination, and turn the
second computer into a dual
monitor for your primary ma-
chine. How? Through the magic
of software.

What you need:

e Two computers running any
32-bit or 64-bit version of
Windows
from 2000
through 7
(you can mix
T or match).

e The two
computers
must be con-
nected
through a network which sup-
ports the TCP/IP protocol. (If
you don't already have an
ethernet or wireless LAN
setup, you can connect the
two computers directly using
a crossover ethernet cable,
Firewire cable, or a special
USB-to-USB cable.)

(Service Pack 3) ASAP. Microsoft will end support for WinXP SP2 on July 13, 2010, and after that date,
WinXP SP2 systems will no longer be able to receive downloads—including security patches and device
drivers—via Windows Update.

To remain eligible for updates, users should update WinXP SP2 systems to SP3 via Windows Update
before the cutoff date, or visit tinyurl.com/yb5dj8u for a link to download the service pack manually.

April 13, 2010, marked the end of support for Windows Vista’s original release (prior to service packs).
At support.microsoft.com/kb/935791, you’ll find links to Vista SP2 as well as SP1, which must be in-
stalled first.

o Forty dollars you can shake out of your
piggy bank for a copy of MaxiVista, the
magic software that makes the whole
thing happen. (There are more expensive
versions of MaxiVista with additional fea-
tures, but you only need the $40 version to
enable the screen stretching.)

So how does it work? When you install Max-
iVista on the primary computer, it creates a
virtual video driver on that machine. This

causes Windows to think that an additional
monitor is installed. The contents of this vir-
tual video card are compressed and transmit-
ted to the secondary PC via any standard net-
work connection and displayed by a separate
MaxiVista viewer program on the second
computer. Now you can spread the screen
content across two monitors!

The picture below shows a dual monitor
setup with a Photoshop image open for edit-
ing in the primary monitor, a 24" model run-
ning at a resolution of 1920 x 1200 pixels.

Problem: The control panels cover a portion of the image that is being worked on.

Not to worry! Just move the panels to the secondary monitor and Voila!

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Back-up Files

There are many services and software that
allow you to backup your computer files,
however the majority of these programs are
usually not free and can be quite costly. For-
tunately, GFI Backup Utility isn't like that,
because it allows you to backup your entire
computer for free! The following information
shows how to backup your files with GFI.

Step 1: Download GFI Backup Utility

The first thing you have to do is download
GFI. This can be done by going to the GFI
homepage [GFI.COM]. Under the
“Products” tab, select “GFI Backup Home
Edition”. Next, enter some of your informa-
tion and download the product. The software
is about 10MB, so it will not take long to
download.

Step 2: Backup Your Computer

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Select the type files in your computer you

want to backup. GFI allows you to backup
registry keys, files & folders, Emails, and

user settings.

Choose where you want to backup data. Af-
ter you have selected the files you want to
backup, you will have the option to choose
where you want them stored. You can store
your files in DVDs, CDs, USB flash sticks or
an external hard drive.
